The major works and refurbishments at WCS have virtually been completed. David Milliband, Secretary of 
State for Foreign and Commonwealth Affairs visited the School last autumn to view the work. The look of 
the School from the front has changed dramatically and been the basis of some controversy. The purists and 
more nostalgic amongst us will no doubt mourn the passing of the Victorian houses and original garden. 
Even Sir Sydney Waterlow is now looking in a different direction! However, the new facilities offered are 
truly remarkable and can only be of great benefit to the students. Reaction to the re-building could not have 
been more diverse.  One quote received from a group of OWCΩs now living in Australia who viewed pictures 
on the web site states; άWe, the Australian chapter of OWCΩs, are unanimously agreed that the 
reconstruction is hideous, and does not even have the ambience of hops that emanated from the brewery

OWCA NEWS 
 
GILLIAN DENT 
We are sad to report that Gillian Dent (later Smith/Longley) passed away on 14

th
 December 2009. She was 

84. Gillian was the daughter of the much respected John Dent, Headmaster at WCS from 1930 to 1950.  
Gillian worked for her father at WCS as School Secretary in the years following the Second World War and is 
remembered with great affection by the immediate post war generation of pupils. GillianΩǎ ǘƛƳŜ ŀǘ WCS is 
described by one OWC as Ψa much appreciated vision of loveliness in the then totally masculine environment 
that was WCS! She certainly brightened up those grey post war years.Ω At WCS she met Woodwork and 
Physics Master Frank Smith, whom she married in the early 1950Ωs. They had two children Debbi and Robert 
but the marriage ended in 1964. Gillian resumed work, again as a school secretary, in Caterham. She 
married again in the mid 1960Ωs to Ray Longley, a mechanic,. In January 1979,  when Debbi and Robert had 
finished their education, Gillian and Ray sold their Surrey house  and moved up to Balbar on the Black Isle 
near Cromarty, Scotland, a place they had grown to love through holidaying in that region. The Island life 
proved inconvenient with trips to the mainland involving infrequent ferry crossings and within a year they 
moved on to Toll Cottage in Ardersier, Scotland. This became Gillian's much loved home for the past thirty 
years during which time she worked for the WRVS and for a medical practice in Inverness. An extraordinary 
coincidence was that OWC Don Lunn's grandparents lived in Toll Cottage during the early part of the last 
Century. Don was a pupil during the time Gillian was secretary at WCS. Sadly DƛƭƭƛŀƴΩǎ ƳŀǊǊƛŀƎŜ ǘƻ Ray ended 
in 2002, but she concentrated on her hobbies which included keeping four dogs and indulging her love of 
the Highlands and Scottish music.  Gillian attended the OWCA Dinner some eight years ago. Despite recent 
failing health, she managed to remain at her beloved Toll Cottage until her death. Her first husband, OWC 
master Frank Smith, died in 2003 aged 93.

BRIAN LIGHTMAN (OWC 1966-1973) 
Brian tells us that he will be spending moretime in London now that he has been appointed Chairman of the 
Association of School and College Leaders (ASCL). Brian is a much respected educationalist and for the last 
10 years he has been Head of St Cyres School in Penarth, an 11-18 comprehensive of more than 1,500 
pupils.

Robin had been installed for the second time as Master of the Lodge to great acclaim at its 
Meeting in October in the presence of a number of distinguished masons including Robin's good friend, 
Right Worshipful Brother Kenneth Henry (Harry) Barnes, Past Provincial Grand Master of Dorset. Robin was 
a distinguished mason who held Provincial Grand Rank not just in our Province of Surrey but also in the 
Provinces of Dorset and South Wales. He had considerable knowledge of Freemasonry in all its aspects and 
was always willing to share that knowledge with Brethren and assist them and the Lodge in any way that he 
could. Robin will be greatly missed by all those who came into contact with him both within Freemasonry 
and without. 
 
ROBERT BEALE (OWC 1926-1932) 
Dr Mark Beal has contacted us from Australia regarding the death of his father Robert Nigel Beale OWC aged 
92. Born 5th October 1916, Robert Beale attended WCS between 1926 and 1932 where he was highly 
proficient in Maths and Latin. He obtained a PhD in theoretical physics from London University and went on 
to become Head of the Pathology Department servicing New South Wales. Robert had an interest in bridge, 
bowls and foreign languages. Throughout his life he remained an active, committed pacifist and was jailed 
for his beliefs, along with many other people in his then Department at Cambridge, during World War II. He 
remained friendly throughout his life with another OWC, Stan Hall, who was Professor of Engineering at the 
University of New South Wales. Robert Beale's 70 year long marriage to Vera Marie produced four sons, 
Mark, Lionel, Jonathon and Nigel. Sadly Vera died two weeks after her husband. Robert and Vera Beale are 
survived by 17 immediate relatives. Robert retained a strong affinity with the school revisiting Palace Street 
in 1975. He was buried wearing his old Westminster City School tie. 
 
DON SPENCER, (Master at WCS in the 50s/60 and 70s) sends memories from New Zealand; 
ΨWhat a pleasant and mind searching time I had viewing the pictures on the OWCA web site - especially the 
L3R class of 1961. I can clearly remember the faces of most. It was a good time to be at the School in the 
early sixties. So many of the class achieved well in their own choices and I feel proud to have been associated 
with the class if only in the formal position of form teacher. The Headmaster Dr Gerald Shutt impressed me 
with his running of the School. He helped me on many occasions, and I have a lasting admiration and respect 
for his decision making and the building up of an awareness of the School with local people, including the 
Queen Mother. My head of department, Frank Smith, was a pleasure to work with and our friendship 
remained until his death a few years ago. He was a brilliant crossword enthusiast, captain of Leeds University 
chess team; could place one leg around the back of his neck, and had three wives! I owe a lot to his influence. 
The annual carol service at St. Margaret's I have vivid memories of and the Agincourt type speech by the 
Dean. The Dean, whose name I have forgotten, was a tall and slim angular faced cleric, dressed I am sure in 
a tailored cassock. He would mount the pulpit, pause for effect and then begin John 1:1.  "IN THE BEGINNING 
WAS THE WORD, AND THE WORD WAS GOD......" His body language was to remain rigid and move his eyes 
in a succession of optical aerobatics. His voice I would describe as stentorian and I both enjoyed and looked 
forward to his performance. The ladies in the congregation were captivated with his delivery. He of course 
knew this and it was obvious when at the end of the service they flocked around him. I have had an 
interesting life and a modest career in teaching. I worked in Malta, and became adviser in technical 
education to the Fiji government. For the past thirty two years I have lived in New Zealand where I have 
enjoyed gliding and power flying. In fact I hold a current civil aviation licence.Ω 
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Peter Symons (OWC 1936 - 1944) 
Charles Harrison (OWC 1938 - 1945) has heard from Peter who now lives in Victoria, Australia. Peter has 
met up with two other Old Boys from that era, Jock Helm and Gordon Setterfield. All three were at WCS 
during World War 2 and were evacuated to Edenbridge. Unfortunately Gordon has high blood pressure and 
Jock suffers from gout but it did not stop them enjoying a leisurely lunch and good wine. Peter Symons 
asked Charles to convey their warm regards to fellow OWCΩs.

David S Richards PhD (OWC 1970 -1977), 
Professor of Biology at Susquehanna University, Pennsylvania, USA. 
  
ΨI happened across the WCS Old BƻȅΩǎ website the other day and felt rather nostalgic.  I was a pupil from 
1970 to 1977 and played hockey for all seven years, initially under Bob Crittenden and later in the first XI 
under Brian Halfacre.  The photo is of our team at a Fives tournament in South London around 1976.  From 
memory, standing from left to right, Brian Halfacre, Eric Cameron, Andrew Orlowski, Mark Fowler, Philip 
Barthrop, Seated Paul ΨXΩ, David Wolfe, Remy Aqualina and myself.  All of us did our A levels in Ψ77 except for 
Paul whose last name I forget.  Eric is now a radiologist in Michigan and I keep in touch with him quite a lot 
but I lost track of the rest.  After WCS, I went to Stirling for a BSc, Dundee for a MSc and Edinburgh for a PhD 
before doing research at the University of North Carolina in Chapel Hill for six years. Since 1993, I have been 
on the faculty at Susquehanna University in Pennsylvania where I teach biology and conduct research in 
molecular biologyΩ. 
If you have the chance to pass this message onto Brian and Bob, I would be most grateful.  I saw that they 
were both at the recent Dinner. Regardless of whether they remember me, I have very fond memories of 
them, and of all the times I got in trouble with them (all no doubt deserved!)  Whenever I am back in 
London, I usually walk past the old School and have a beer in the Phoenix for old ǘƛƳŜΩǎ sake.Ω 
 
ALFRED FROHLICH (OWC 1948-1955) 
ΨI recently found the OWCA web site which provoked my memory cells! My first Head was Mr. Dent who 
lived in the house by the School - his daughter Gillian was School secretary. Memories include Mr Lewis 
(Physics) and the science labs on the top floor and an electrostatic generator which made our hair stand on 
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end. Results were computed with 7 figure logarithmic tables and scale slide rules. Music appreciation under 
Mr Long (who actually was quite short!) He sharpened the stylus of the gramophone before playing us 
record selections. Further memories include travelling by tram to Victoria; the brewery opposite and the 
strange whiffs of beer which drifted over; playing fives in the playground courts and cricket at Mitcham. 
Also, the ending of sweet rationing and the rush to the Tuck shop in the basement and a trip to Lucerne. 
Two plays I recall were 'Bees on the Boat Deck' and Henry IV part I where I was responsible for the lighting. I 
went on to Oxford and appreciate the solid foundation the School gave me for the future.Ω 
 
M.B. (Jimmy) GLUCK (OWC 1940-1947) 
ΨI joined WCS in January 1940 and was evacuated to Edenbridge. The master in charge was a Mr Jeavons 
who taught physics. We went each day by train to Tonbridge and for 3 days a week we used the Judd 
School. For two days, various halls throughout the town.   
The Masters were:- 
JC Dent - Headmaster and the author of an excellent book on English grammar; B Shackel ς Deputy Headτ
(my father had been a pupil at the school and Ben Shackel had taught him!); Major Martin in charge of the 
cadet corps--there was also a junior corps for those under 12Ωs we wore first world war uniforms-puttees 
etc.; Cooper history- known as Oily Cooper( Hisson was a pupil also.) Hoosens who taught German and 
French; Dickie Porter taught Latin and maths; Lobb ς Maths; Machin ς Chemistry; Puttick ς Art; Shervil ς 
English; Lewis -Physics known as Chimp; Jones - Games and Gym; Another Jones - woodwork; Howard ς 
Physics and music. 
In about 1944/5 the school was moved to Exmouth in Devon because of the V1s and V2s. Then at the 
beginning of 1946 back to Palace Street. After I passed the School Certificate exam, I became an articled 
clerk to another old boy Arthur Hepburn who was the senior partner in the accountancy firm of Hepburn, 
Hagley and Knight,of Abford House Victoria In due course I qualified and became a Chartered Accountant. 
Then into the army. In the school corps I had obtained Certicate "A" in military proficiency and was in due 
course commissioned. This was mainly because the young officer in charge lived next door to Mr Lewis who 
knew me well as a pupil in his physics lab and gave me a recommendation. In London my family lived in 
Maida Vale and I travelled each day to school on a No 16 bus. I had a super education, and spent my 
working life mostly as a chief executive of various companies public and private. I live in Little Chalfont in 
Buckinghamshire and still do a fair amount of work. The masters at the time I was at school were all mature 
men too old to fight in the war. They above all taught me how to learn and always have an enquiring mindΦΩ
